4. All pupils from Grade 1- 3, should have sobi books with small lines and hard covered
books (92 pages) for grade 4 - 7.

1. School Learning Policy
1. Time Management:
i All learners are required to report for school before 07:30hrs.
ii. All pre-school and grades 1-2 parents are required to sign in and off their
children’s custodial book daily.
iii. The school gates will be closed at 07:50hrs and no learner shall be allowed
to enter school premises after 07:50hrs.
